
REDUCING THE RISK OF ACCIDENTS IN 15-PASSENGER VANS


There is growing concern regarding the crash involvement and safety of 15-passenger vans and the resulting injuries and fatalities.   The National Highway Traffic Safety Administration (NHSTA) has issued cautionary warnings to user of 15-Pax Vans.  
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Commanders/Directors must ensure that all users of 15-psssenger vans perform a risk assessment prior to each trip and adhere to the following procedures:  


Tips how accidents and crashes can be prevented?�Because most accidents or rollover crashes don’t involve other vehicles, they are often preventable.  Here are some tips for operators to minimize the risk of an accident or a crash and serious injury:


Avoid conditions that lead to a loss of control.  Make sure operators are well rested and attentive, and always slow down if the roads are wet or icy.


Drive cautiously on rural roads.  Be particularly cautious on curved rural roads and maintain a safe speed to avoid running off the road. 


Know what to do if your wheel drops off the roadway.  If the wheels drop off the roadway, or pavement, or pavement, gradually reduce speed and steer back into the roadway when it is safe to do so. 


Properly maintain the tires.  Make sure that the tires are properly inflated and tread is not worn down.  Improper inflation can cause handling problems and can lead to catastrophic tire failures, such as blowouts.  Therefore, check tire pressure and tread. 


Other considerations:  When a 15-Pax van is not full, passengers should sit in seats that are in front of the rear axle.


More than 15-people should never be allowed to ride in a 15-Pax van.


Because a 15-Pax van is substantially longer and wider than a car, it requires more        space and additional reliance on the side view mirrors for changing lanes.
